4.2
Assistance to RC members through the Forum


The Forum expressed concern that limited Process Safety training is included in the engineering syllabus at SA Universities.  The Forum concluded that there is a need to appropriately train young engineers regarding process safety. 

CAIA informed the meeting that they are in the process of making contact with specific tertiary institutions and that a Responsible Care information pack was provided to Chemical Engineering and Chemistry Departments.  

The Process Safety Forum members were requested to provide guidance as to what aspects of process safety they suggest to be included in the curriculum of engineers and technicians.

N Coni informed the Forum that UNISA has a module on explosives technology and that the module could be considered for process safety training.

The possibility of providing process safety training guidelines to universities in the future was discussed, and will be looked into later.

4.3.2
Feedback on reporting Process Safety incidents/statistics in QIP’s


CAIA informed the Forum that the following questions that include aspects of process safety incidents are in the 2009 QIP Questionnaire:


Storage:
Incidents involving chemical release (number) in excess of 200 kg for hazardous, and 1 ton for non hazardous. (Note: that this does not cater for fire/explosions)


Transport:


Incidents involving chemical release (number) during transport


The following new questions that link with sustainability issues and process safety were included in the 2009 QIP Questionnaire:

Financial Expenditure:


Total amount invested by the company in Process Safety and Disaster Prevention.

Include the total process safety expenditure for all improvement programmes e.g.:

· Counter measures for aging facilities 

· Counter measures for assurance of occupational safety or improving work environment

· Counter measures for prevention of explosion or fire or leakages

· Counter measures for natural disasters e.g. Floods, droughts etc

· Other Monetary value

Members will be advised to consider using process safety leading and lagging indicators at the Workshop.

4.3.3
Report on activities of the Process Safety Training Working Group


Mr Holtzhausen agreed to do a final check of the Framework prepared by the Working Group. The Framework includes local and global providers of process safety training.  Forum members were requested to send CAIA information on any other service providers so that the Framework can be concluded.  


CAIA will be meeting with ERM in March after which a meeting will be scheduled for the Working Group to conclude the project and to make recommendations to the CAIA Board.

The Forum decided that process safety auditor training should include appropriate process safety terminology and that it should meet the expectations of the industry.

Feedback on RC auditor’s PS competency – survey


Following an auditor’s competency survey, CAIA received 23 responses from the 30 CAIA approved Responsible Care third party auditors.  The result of the survey was presented to the Forum members.  The Forum discussed the outcome of the survey and recommended that the following auditors could be used for Responsible Care process safety audits:

· Mr W Richert
· Mr N Sithebe

Pending the submission of additional information, the following auditors were also recommended:

· Mr J de Raedt (type of facilities audited and info on experience in the chemical sector)

· Dr B Raubenheimer (experience within the chemical sector)
